Medical Records

Five years of medical records are required for your insurance company to begin
reviewing your case. Your Lap Band Advocate will place the first phone call & fax
request to your Primary Care Physician(s) to request medical records for you. However,
it is your responsibility to ensure these records are obtained prior to submitting your case
to your insurance company. Your Lap Band Advocate will contact you by e-mail to let
you know the request for medical records has been faxed so you can make the follow-up
calls to see what the status of your records are in @ the PCPs office. Your cooperation
can be very beneficial towards completing the preparation of your case in a timely
manner.
